· The application is to be submitted in DUPLICATE.

· All names should be given in full, not in INITIALS.

· Full and complete information in regard to the particulars required, in Form ‘A’ may be submitted in order to avoid delay in processing.

· Four typed copies of Script in English or the language in which the film is to be produced and four copies of synopsis in English should be enclosed with two copies of Form 'A'.

· Treatment: 8 – 10 pages in English and other details as per bye-laws.

· Applications can be submitted in any of the offices of the NFDC.  Scripts of the rejected applications can be collected from the office where the application was submitted.

· The decision of the Board of Directors will be the final decision of the Corporation.

· In case of approval of the Script, detailed information in Form 'B' will have to be submitted for consideration by the Board of NFDC. This form may be submitted along with Form 'A' at the time of application or after the Script has been recommended by the Script Committee.

· Processing of the application for a final decision will take a minimum of three months from the date of submission.
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
